Our members have indicated a need for opportunities to present and receive specific subject
matter information. This component was created and designed to better fulfill our mission:
Aféeto further the professi omads iwrpirtotvemeinn tolfe
mission statement. This area is devoted to enhancing the opportunities for our members to
become more knowledgeable and competent in subject matter areas in which they work.
Examples of training activities that might be incluaathin this category include: discussion

groups, seminars, refereed papers, demonstration sharing, study tours, and interstate/international
exchanges. Six broad, fundamental subject matter areas were identified that would encompass
the vast majority ofvork done by Extension agents/educators across the country. That list

includes: Agricultural Economics, Agronomy & Pest Management, Animal Science,
Aquaculture/Sea Grant, Forestry & Natural Resources, Horticulture & Turfgrass, and Sustainable
Agriculture.

Each of these seven broad subject matter areas would comprise a Committee. Additional
committee categories can be added in the future or existing areas modified to better meet the
needs of NACAA members. Each of these broad groups under the AninmadeSCiemmittee

might include: Range/Pasture Management; B2ghnology in Livestock, Beef Nutrition, Dairy
Breeding, Swine Genetics, Rotational Grazing, and Animal Waste Management. This short list
is not meant to be alhclusive.

FACAA Anim&bcience Committee ReporiDuring the month of November 2014
several members of the FACAA Animal Science Committee met to discuss a
potential needs assessment for Extension agents with animal science-related
responsibilities. Individuals in this committee included Jonael Bosques, Marion
County, Lindsey Wiggins, Hendry County, Courtney Davis, and Okeechobee
County, James McWhorter, Highlands County, Ashley Fluke, Osceola County and
Joseph Walter, Brevard County. The survey consisted of 10 questions and was
sent out to agents from the 5 Districts with Livestock and Small Farm
responsibilities.
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The survey return rate was 58% (n=23 out of 40) and the results reflect a need for
more animal science in-service training. 22% of the survey respondents had an
academic major that was not animal science. 100% of the survey respondents
stated that they had identified a need regarding further livestock production
training. The top 5 training topics identified were Livestock parasitology (52%),
Poisonous plant and plant toxicology (52%), Livestock economics (48%), Forage
plant pathology (43%) and Animal genomics (43%).

The information gathered was shared with Dr. Nick Place, UF/IFAS Dean of
Extension and Dr. Tom Obreza, Senior Associate Dean for Extension which
indicated that they would relate the information to the appropriate Department
heads and specialists. One in-service training on small ruminant production was
conducted by Dr. House, Extension Veterinary Specialist and Mr. Bosques, Small
Farms Agent with the collaboration of Mrs. Ashley Fluke, Mr. Joseph Walter, Dr.
Matt Walter from Central Florida Large Animal Veterinary Services, and FAMU
Veterinarian, Dr. Purvis in Osceola County during the month of February, 2015
with an attendance of 14 agents.

FACAA Animal Science Committee Report

During the month of November 2014 several members of the FACAA Animal Science Committee met to
discuss a potential needs assessment for Extension agents with animatretédedeesponsibilities.
Individuals in this committee included Jonael BosquegjdieCounty, Lindsey Wiggins, Hendry

County, Courtney Davis, and Okeechobee County, James McWhorter, Highlands County, Ashley Fluke,
Osceola County and Joseph Walter, Brevard County. The survey consisted of 10 questions and was sent
out to agents from the Districts with Livestock and Small Farm responsibilities.

The survey return rate was 58% (n=23 out of 40) and the results reflect a need for more animal science in
service training. 22% of the survey respondents had an academic major that was natcienmcezl

100% of the survey respondents stated that they had identified a need regarding further livestock
production training. The top 5 training topics identified were Livestock parasitology (52%), Poisonous
plant and plant toxicology (52%), Livestockomomics (48%), Forage plant pathology (43%) and Animal
genomics (43%).

The information gathered was shared with Dr. Nick Place, UF/IFAS Dean of Extension and Dr. Tom
Obreza, Senior Associate Dean for Extension which indicated that they would relatertimaioin to

the appropriate Department heads and specialists. @Gmaiite training on small ruminant production

was conducted by Dr. House, Extension Veterinary Specialist and Mr. Bosques, Small Farms Agent with
the collaboration of Mrs. Ashley Fluke,rMJoseph Walter, Dr. Matt Walter from Central Florida Large
Animal Veterinary Services, and FAMU Veterinarian, Dr. Purvis in Osceola County during the month of
February, 2015 with an attendance of 14 agents.

Audit Committee Report

The financial records of the Association were reviewed by the audit committee through June 30
2015. The Quickens files were audited and updated to reflect the information in the paper records of
the transactions of the Association. The Association appears to be in a sound financial situation and
accounts reconcile as of 6/30/2015; checking addoalance of $21,410.45, savings account balance

of $12,649.74 for total assets of $34,060.19. Of this there are overpayments to NAGABOdHO0
(NACAA owes FACAA $150) for duplicated payment of dues. Three uncleared deposits were
voided in the Quickenslé because they could not be reconciled to the bank account statements;
two of the deposits go back to March and April of 2012 (after further investigation by the audit
committee it was determined that these were duplicate entries to a deposit dagiil2)2The

third deposit from 1/8/14 is believed to be a duplicate entry of another already cleared deposit
dated 1/10/2014.

The handbook still states that the audit is to be conducted in August, for the period of Aug. 1

through July 30 with their repoid be submitted in July or Aug. This not being possible the

Association voted at its annual meeting in 2014 to change the audit period to Julyl through June

30 annually; giving the audit committee the ability to comply with the handbook and get their

repot submitted for entry in the Annual Report to Membership which has become earlier in
recent years. This yearés audit was compl eted
2015.

The committee handbook also needs to omit the reference to FAEBpdackrit with reference

to EPAF. The audit committee would also suggest that a reference tutorial guide/protocol for the
use of the accounting software be developed that will make accounting practices congruent as
treasurer transitions occur as well asuire that generally accepted accounting practices are
followed. The audit committee is willing to produce this tutorial guide/protocol if so directed by
the Association. Recommendations have been made to the current Treasurer with regard to
filing/maintainng hard copy documentation of transactions that will streamline both
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bookkeeping and auditing procedures. The audit committee further recommends that the
accounting software be reconciled with the bank statements for both the saving and checking
accounton a monthly basis and that those reconciliation reports be included in the hard copy
documentation along with the bank statement for that month.

Payment of NACAA dues after the first of January of each year would make record keeping
simpler being thatlaBFACAA dues are delinquent after January 1

It is further recommended that the Association transition from Quickens to Multiuser
QuickBooks Pro. This would give the audit committee the ability to periodically audit the
software file on line for consiency in recording transactions in accordance with general
accepted accounting principles (GAAP), give the treasurer on line assistance during the budget
year, and allow for a more timely audit at years end.

Scholarship applicatiocan be made for any Professional Improvement activity including tours,
seminars, conferences, sabbaticals, annual professional improvement meetings, advanced study
degree hours or programs, International activitiesgdrvice Education, JCEP, PILD, or eth as
deemed appropriate by the Educational Foundation Committee of FACAA.

Scholarship funds will be awarded based on need, merit of the application and scholarship funds
available, but will not exceed $500.00 to an individual applicant in one fisaahgdawill not exceed
$5000.00 to an individual in their Extension career.

Scholarship funds may be awarded to agent groups, but each individual must meet membership and
donation requirements and total amount will not exceed individual award amounisdatiiove for
the number in the group applying. (Ex. Number in group = 5, total award not to exceed $2500.00).

Scholarship funds will not be paid until they are actually required for payment of expenses incurred
or to be incurred for the intended activity which scholarship was awarded.

Fiscal year for awarding scholarship funds will be the same as FACAA fiscal year from the beginning
of October of each year to the end of September the following year based on the FACAA Annual
meeting being held in Sephber of each year.

The Educational Foundation Committee will meet in April to consider scholarship applications.
